Visa

South Korean citizens do not require

a visa to enter Ireland. When you
register for our programme we will issue
you with a‘Course Admission Letter".
You will present this letter with your
passport upon arrival, and you will be
permitted entry to Ireland.

Travel to Ireland and Insurance

Travel to Ireland is by flight
connection. Airline options include
Emirates, Turkish Airlines, Qatar
Airlines and Finnair. The arrangement
of flights is the responsibility of
students. We also advise that
students purchase travel insurance.

Tuition

140 Hours of Content, delivered over 4 weeks, including English language

training, attend field trips and cultural / professional lectures.

Accommodation

DCU Residence Accommodation - single en-suite bedroom, self-catering for 4
weeks.
